ASH WEDNESDAY AT ST. PATRICK'S : FEB. 14
Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the 
Season of Lent. It is a season of penance, 
reflection, and fasting, which prepares us for
Christ’s Resurrection on Easter Sunday. 
Ash Wednesday (and Good Friday) are  
universal days of  fasting & abstinence 
from meat. The  Church prescribes fasting 
(only one full meal and two smaller meals which together are
not greater than a full meal) for every person between the ages
of 18 to 59, and abstinence from meat for everyone older than 
14 years old. Ash Wednesday Masses on February 14th with
distribution of Ashes will be celebrated in our Parish at 7am, 
8.15 am and 7pm.
